A RESOLUTION to honor and congratulate Harlee Petretta on her receipt of the
Governor's Volunteer Stars Award.

WHEREAS, Ms. Petretta is a model citizen; her commitment to helping others through
volunteerism epitomizes the spirit of the Volunteer State, and she should be specially
